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Atlantic Coast Classic Market Lamb Show 2009 
 
1. The Atlantic Coast Classic show is open to 4H and FFA members as well as any 

pre-club age exhibitor from any state. 
 
2. All lambs must have an official health certificate (health paper) according to 

Georgia Department of Agriculture Health Regulations. All lambs and health 
certificates will be examined by a Georgia Department of Agriculture Health 
Inspector before entering the barn. 

 
3. Entry fee will be $15.00 per lamb for weight classes and $5.00 per exhibitor for 

showmanship. 
 
4. There will be no limit on the number of entries an exhibitor enters. 
 
5. Showmanship will be divided into four groups. Classes will be based on the 

grade an exhibitor will be entering next school term. Showmanship will pay 
through third place. 

 
6. PeeWee exhibitors may borrow a lamb for PeeWee showmanship competition 

only. Only plaques will be awarded in Peewee showmanship, no premiums will 
be paid. 

 
7. Exhibitors must show their own lambs unless approved by the show committee. 

If an exhibitor has two lambs in the same class, another registered exhibitor may 
show one of the lambs. 

 
8. Lambs will be shown by weight. There will be three divisions with a Champion 

and Reserve Champion in each division. 
 
9. We will no longer have a weigh-back. All lambs will be weighed in at check-in by 

a show official. 
 
10. Show premiums will be mailed to the address given on your entry sheet. 
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
